
Does it get better than this?

Introducing Vvs1: a distinct and beautiful new vessel recently built in 
New Zealand for a prominent businessman who is willing to share his 
gem with you: Vvs1 means ?almost perfect': it is a grade of diamond 
which has a tiny almost imperceptible flaw: this was the owner's 
tongue in cheek little comment on life...well, this is more than 100 feet 
of impeccably designed and beautifully luxurious vessel that we 
couldn't find fault with. 

Let's take a tour...boarding by pasarelle, swim platform or stairs, 
step on to her sleek aluminium hull. A theme of grey, silver, wood 
and touches of red is carried throughout the vessel. The well laid out 
aft deck has room for many activities. You can relax at the alfresco 
dining set up or the bar, wrestle a great fish, (note the fridge/freezers 
and live bait tanks) and access ample storage to go snorkeling or 
diving. 

A galley just inside enables food to be passed straight to the 
outdoor diners or forward into the indoor dining room. Those who 
enjoy being in the kitchen can be part of the entertainment flow, or the 
serveries can be closed for more formality. Further carefully 
furnished dining and living spaces unfold as you walk forward. The 
indoor dining space first, then reading, music and lounging are 
catered for in the wide saloon with ample views through large 
windows. Having a series of spaces flowing indoors and out allows for 
many activities and uses, yet the vessel does not feel confined. 
Lovely white oak paneling and mellow toned bamboo flooring adds to 
the spaciousness. The wide curving stairwell is a lovely feature.

At the bow end you find the host's cabin with a walk in wardrobe 
and bath (main deck) the VIP accommodation, two twin berth guest 
rooms (lower deck) and Captain's quarters (upper deck). You'll enjoy 
the full ensuites, and everything is modern and tasteful. Not that you 
will want to spend much time sleeping, there's too much else to do!
